Call to Order:  
The meeting was called to order by Ted Decker, chairman, at 7:00 p.m.  

Attendance:   
Commission members present were Roxey Sauble, Marlin Ensor, Ted Decker, Tom Streiff, Jeff King, Kyle Smith, and Ron Resh.  Scott Longstreth, Zoning Officer and Township Engineer, was present. 

Comments from Members:
	Scott Longstreth apologized to the members and audience for not having the agenda posted on the website 
until Monday morning.  The web company was already closed when he sent the requested to them.  He 
stated that this is a violation of the Sunshine Act and requested that it be in the minutes.

Ron Resh, new appointed supervisor, resigned from the Planning Commission as of this meeting.  Anyone 
interested in the position should write a letter of interest.  The deadline for accepting letters is Monday, 
January 19, 2026.  After receiving the letters of interest, the Planning Commission members will make a 
recommendation to the Board of Supervisors.

Approval of Minutes:  
The minutes of the meeting on October 27, 2025, were reviewed by the members.  A motion was made to approve the minutes by Tom Streiff and seconded by Kyle Smith.  The motion carried unanimously.

Zoning Officer’s Report:  
Scott Longstreth reported that the following permits were issued since the last meeting.  

The permits issued were the following:
1. Judy Behney (Quaker Church Rd) – pre-fab 12’x8’ shed
2. Krista Martin (Wierman’s Mill Rd) – Rooftop solar
3. Ken Hobbs (S Ridge Rd) – storage building

· The attorney for Susquehanna Quarter Midget Association (SQMA) filed an appeal to the zoning hearing board for the denial of their zoning permit application for a race track.  The appeal was denied.
· Special exception application was received by the Chapel Hill Church of God (4521 Oxford Rd) to change the use of the property from single family home to group facility.

Township Engineer’s Report:	
Scott Longstreth reported on the following items.
1. Update to SALDO – The supervisors plan for adoption at their December meeting.  A hearing will be held at the beginning of the BOS meeting.
2. Plans being reviewed:
a. Daminger Subdivision – Revised plan was resubmitted.  It is on tonight’s agenda.
b. EB Clearing/Diller Property Land Development – Comments were issued.  Board action is required by January 8, 2026.
c. Chronister Single Family and Garage Land Development Plan – A resubmission was received and a second letter was issued.  A letter granting a time extension for the plan review was received.  Board action is required by February 19, 2026





New Business:	
Daminger 5-lot Subdivision (5800-5900 Old Harrisburg Rd) – Tyler Keller, A to Z Land Consulting, presented the plan.  It has been changed to a 3-lot subdivision.  Lot 3 is the only lot that can be subdivided into 2 lots (20.8 acres).  All requirements have been met.  
A motion to sign the Planning Waiver and No Building Declaration was made by Tom Streiff and seconded by Jeff King.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Marie D’Gangi asked if official business can be done since there was a Sunshine Act violation.  Solicitor Todd King will be asked about this.  It was decided to continue with the motion.  If needed, the Planning Commission will meet again to reapprove the plan.  
A motion to recommend the plan for approval to the Board of Supervisors was made by Tom Streiff and seconded by Marlin Ensor.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Old Business:  	
Zoning Ordinance Discussion - Andy Merkel, Adams County Office of Planning, presented the members with two maps of the township:  Types of Agriculture and Existing Land Use.  There was an explanation of the maps and discussion followed.  Andy will have more maps to look at during the January, 2026, meeting.

She also made 
	           comments about Right-to-Know Requests and that the Planning Commission should have township emails 
             and not use their personal emails for correspondence.
